A lullaby of aftirmation born in the folk tradition, Fred Small’s Everything Possible has been adopted by
people everywhere as a statement of unconditional love and acceptance. By the time he had written this

song, Fred was already well known as a singer/songwriter at leading folk music venues across North
America and overseas. He wrote the song in the early 1980s at the request of Janet Peterson, cellist and

singer with the women’s music group Motherlode, who wanted a song she could sing to her nine-year-old
son about the choices we make about how to live and whom to love.

Fred Small was born 1n 1952 in Plainfield, New Jersey. Although he had been singing and playing guitar as
a youngster—an early promise of things to come—he pursued formal training in law and natural resources
policy before turning to his musical muse on a full time basis. The legacy of this period is found 1n his many
inspiring songs, which have been recorded and published in several sources, making them widely available
to all. Today, in his work as a Unitarian Universalist minister, he continues reaching out to others with his
enduring and healing messages of love, peace, and concern for the human spirit. More detailed information
